What is phonics?
Phonics is simply the system of relationships between letters and sounds in English.

When children learn that the letter “B” makes the sound of /b/, and the word “bat” 

makes the sound of /bat/, they are learning phonics. They are learning to associate 

letters and letter combinations with the sounds they represent.

Why should children learn phonics?
Learning phonics will help children learn to read and spell. Written language can be 

compared to a code, so knowing the sounds of letters and letter combinations will help 

children decode words as they read. Knowing phonics will also help children know 

which letters to use as they write words. Thus, the solid foundation of phonics will lead

children to be successful in reading and writing.

Note to Teachers       Memorizing the spelling of words is not the objective of this book. Fulfilling the goals stated above

will be sufficient at this stage. In fact, the reason for learning phonics is to be able to read and write

words eventually without memorizing the spelling.
