A tropical cyclone is a storm that forms over warm 

ocean water. It brings very heavy rains and strong 

winds.

Tropical cyclones have different names in different 

places.

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Measuring Hurricanes and Typhoons
Scientists measure hurricanes and typhoons by their wind speeds. Then they group them into 

different categories. There are five categories for hurricanes. The weakest are Category 1 hurricanes. 

These hurricanes can damage buildings and trees. There are only three categories for typhoons. The 

strongest are Violent Typhoons. These typhoons can destroy buildings and lift cars into the air.

Naming Storms
Like people, hurricanes and typhoons have names. Some are human names, like Hurricane Sandy or 

Typhoon Maria. Some are the names of places, animals, or other objects. These names come from the 

World Meteorological Organization (WMO). They keep different lists of names to use for hurricanes and 

typhoons. But, if a storm is too powerful and causes a lot of damage, they take the name off the list. 

The names Katrina and Ida, for example, will never be used again because these hurricanes caused so 

much destruction in 2005 and in 2021.
