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How to Play:

Student A: Scatter the cards face down. Then choose a card.

Student B: Look at the chart. Ask questions to guess what your partner has chosen.
Student A: Answer Student B’s questions.

Student B: Continue until you have guessed the object and what it is made of.

Then change roles and choose a new card.

Example:

Student A: What’s my picture?
Student B: Is it made of gold?
Student A: Yes, it is.

Student B: Is it a crown?
Student A: No, it isn’t.
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
